Purpose:  20.20 exists to generate a passionate legacy of students who are well-equipped with the vision and ability to impact the kingdom of God.
Vision: Our vision is to Expose students to biblical truth, engage them in their knowledge and beliefs about God and equip them to impact the kingdom of God. 

Strategy:  Prayer will be our number one tool in developing this student ministry. We will utilize a Christ-centered and intentional adult leader team who will expose, engage and equip students wherever they are at in life. We will be intentional about creating programs that meet the needs of our students and of our ministry. 

Our Core Values: What we value and desire to see fleshed out in our ministry!
1. Authenticity: We believe that if our leadership team is transparent, real and honest, then our students in turn will feel open to honestly share more of their life with others.

2. Truth: Biblical truth will be taught in order for students to have a life-changing experience with Jesus Christ (John 14:6).

3. Acceptance: We desire to see students from all walks of life to be welcomed into our ministry. It doesn’t matter their socio-economical background, their race, popularity, etc. Christ didn’t come for those who are healthy, but instead for those who are sick (Matthew 9:12).  

4. Student Involvement: We desire each student to get involved somehow! It’s their ministry not the leaders! Like they say “The more the merrier!”

5. Professionalism: It’s gonna get crazy working with students, and it should! However, we strive to keep a professional aspect to our ministry. We believe we serve a God of order and not chaos (I Corinthians 14:40). 

6. Fun: Being in relationship with God means we are going to have many opportunities to rejoice and have fun! Therefore, we will strive to have a fun and joyful environment for students! (Philippians 4:4)

7. Spiritual Growth: Our number one desire is to see students become passionate about their relationship with God. To make sure students are growing spiritually, annual evaluations of 20.20 will be taken and the needed changes will be made.

8. Family Involvement: We desire to see our ministry partner with students and their families. True change starts in the home and what is taught there. Therefore, if we can encourage biblical teachings in the home, then 20.20 will be an affirmation of what students are already being taught!
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9. Faith in Action: We will work to equip and encourage students to put their faith in action; in homes, schools, peer relationships and in their community.
10. Intentionality: We will work hard to be intentional in our relationships and programming. 
3 Levels to Student Ministry (E3)
1. Exposure 

A.  Any type of student coming to 20.20 needs to be exposed to Christ in some way, shape or form.  A student might get greeted at the door by a friendly student-leader or adult. That same student will be exposed to Christ through the talk given that night, or possibly through the small group bible study time.  In summary, any student coming into 20.20 has a chance to be exposed, engaged and equipped in the truth of Christ.

2.  Engagement

A. After a student is continually exposed to biblical truth, our desire is to see them engaged in their newfound beliefs and knowledge of this truth.



1. Adult Leaders: We view each adult who is serving our students as shepherds. We see them as leaders who are there to guide and direct our sheep in the way they should go.  Our desire is to see these adults build transparent, genuine and intentional relationships with students, resulting in a mutual respect and trust. From this relationship, we believe the freedom to ask life’s tough questions will be available. From these genuine relationships we believe students will learn more about life and more about Christ.




                             2. Family Ministry: By creating a family-friendly student ministry, my goal is that students and parents are on the same page as to what is being taught and practiced at 20.20. That way when students come to 20.20, they will know that what they are learning is just an affirmation of what they are being taught and encouraged to do in their own homes. My goal of family-friendly student ministry is not to be the initiator but affirmer.  Even though a lot of students don’t come from initiator homes, my hope is that Christ would change families so the initiating of faith practices comes from the home first, not church.  However, 20.20 will do its best to initiate a Christ-centered environment where they can learn and be challenged in their own walk, wherever they are at.
 

3. Up front Teaching: It’s my goal that any student wanting to be engaged in their knowledge and beliefs about Christ and his desire for a personal relationship with them, will be able to do so by being exposed to teachings coming from up front. Whether that’s the Student Pastor giving the talk every week, or somebody else, the truth of Christ should be presented with clarity and biblical preciseness. 



4. Small groups: Through utilizing the intimacy a small group provides, students will feel comfortable enough to share any concerns or questions they may have concerning the Christian faith, or just life in general and how that relates to being a follower of Jesus Christ.  My goal is to have an adult leader and student-leader in each group who is equipped to listen to concerns and questions posed and is ready to share helpful insight that furthers one understanding of the material being covered.

3. Equipping

A.  Students who are now ready to take their faith to the next level should be equipped to live out their faith and be given opportunity to serve and minister to others, following the example that Jesus Christ set for us 2000 years ago. By equipping readied students, our goal is for Christ to use these students in specifically reaching their peers and either leading them to a personal relationship with Christ, or inviting them to 20.20 or other student ministries where they can be exposed Christ.



1. D.D. (Daily Devotions): Students will be challenged to keep a daily devotion with God. As they are met with life challenges each day, students need to be equipped by reading the word of God and drawing on the power that comes from his word. Secondly, when opportunity arises to share one’s faith, they should be equipped to share their personal testimony as well as a basic gospel message.  



2.  Student Leadership Team: Students are given the opportunity to take a leadership amongst their peers. Here they are challenged and expected to:






a. Keep a consistent D.D.






b. Co-lead a small group with an adult volunteer






c. Attend Student leadership meetings 



d  Develop a basic prayer list that totals any five people. (peer, family member, teacher, etc.)




3. Other Service Opportunities:  By providing other service opportunities, students will have the chance to embrace what it means to become a servant-leader, just as Christ was. We too desire them to experience a variety of service projects that will stretch their beliefs and views about different people groups and cultures in hopes of realizing that as long as we belong to Christ, we are viewed no differently through His eyes. 

Summary of E-3:

My goal of E-3 is to develop a basic process which allows myself, Adult leaders, students, families, etc, to be involved in the lives of students attending 20.20 and help point and expose them to Christ.  This process allows for many different opportunities to be taken hold of, but it incorporates many biblical aspects that are grounded in Jesus Christ. Lastly, since our number one tool for 20.20 is prayer, we need God to make this process happen and only through his grace on our ministry will students be exposed to Him, enagage in truth about him, and be equipped to live their lives for him, which will in turn lead to students ministering to their families, friends and whoever else they come in contact with.
